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Sire Proofs German Brown Swiss August 2011
Exciting newcomer and well confirmed oldstar!

Dear Brown Swiss breeders,

the August Interbull run brought up a new exciting Brown Swiss
sire: Ettal, the new leader of the German top list. Another
important topic was the anew rise of Huray, the most popular
German bull of the past years who gained with his second crop
daughters. The basis adjustment caused a reduction of — 0,6
points in the total merit index (TMI) and -0,4 points in the index
milk in comparison to the estimation in April.

Ettal is a son of Etvei out of the famous K-cow family bred by
Georg Fichtl, Osterzell. Dam is Denmark-Kobra, one of three full
S8 sisters who have already passed the mark of 100.000 | lifetime

Ettal - Salmone . production. Ettal offers a complete breeding pattern with
sufficient milk performance, positive fat and protein %, predominantly positive fitness traits and a high final type
score of 126. Ettal-daughters are tall with enough dairyness but also sufficient strength in the forehand. The
rumps are long and well sloped. Hocks and pasterns are correct but the foot angle has to be taken into
consideration. The udders have a high attachment but could be longer in the front and wider in the rear udder.
Teat placement and length are ideal. Another highlight is the excellent index in somatic cell counts (118).
Calving ease figures are much better as from Ettal's sire Etvei. The absolute calving ease figures qualify him for
a careful use in heifer inseminations.

Huray added more than 700 daughters up to 1059 daughters in total included in his proof now. With his second
crop daughters Huray gained in performance, somatic cell counts and also in the “index rump” and in the final
type score (121). This development underlines the outstanding qualities of Huray, one of the most important
international Brown Swiss sires of the past decade. Huray can be also used for heifers.

The most heavily demanded German sire of the past twelve months, Payssli , also confirmed very well. With his
daughters in the second lactation Payssli gained more than 50 kg in milk yield. They are getting pregnant soon
again so that his index for fertility went up to 112. Payssli is a real allround talent and the leader of the type list
(final score: 137!). Half brother Padua stayed stable as well and increased in protein %. With a final score of
125 he comes close to Payssli; only the rump angularity should be considered carefully. Unfortunately the
semen stock of Padua has almost gone due to the heavy demand of the last months. Last straws should be
ordered soon. A new Payoff-son is Payboy who had his debut in April and gained 3 points in his TMI in August.

The general benefits are the same as from Payssli and Padua. Payboy who is selected as sire of sons in the
German breeding program is already dead and the stock limited. Another two Payoff-sons can be
recommended for a wider use: Allround sire Payout improved slightly by help of good figures from the second
lactation records. Payout is available with sexed semen and can be used on heifers. Patriot , Payssli’s full
brother, excels through an interesting protein:fat ratio, an excellent fertility and very good udder traits.

Prohuvo stays the best choice to improve protein. 22 daughters
completed the second lactation so far with 3,79% (!) protein in average. In
combination with his other benefits of well balanced functional traits and
strong feet & legs Prohuvo is our top recommendation for crossbreeding
with Holsteins. In purebreeding Prohuvo should be used on strong
performance cows. Prossli added the first second crop daughters and
kept his proofs very well. Friday o September some crossbred-
daughters of Prossli can be seen at the farm day organised by Albert
Zents, Vorden / Netherlands (interested visitors please have a look at
www.brownswiss.nl). Other Pronto-sons in our recommendation list are
Prontus , Proteus and Prostar .

Hussant -semen is sold out now. With a TMI of 129 Husant still belongs to the top-5 in Germany. Husir lost in
the scale of the basis adjustment whereas Husjet's second crop daughters are not able to keep the performance
figures.

Vasir -daughters almost reached 9.000 | in the third lactation. Unfortunately the last straws are sold now. We
hope to get some exciting sons of Vasir who was able like no other one to improve the milk performance
remarkably in combination with good protein %.

Also Juleng -daughters finished third lactations with good results. Juleng sires power, sufficient performance
with neutral components and positive fithess traits. He is positive in all maternal and paternal calving ease
indexes which is very seldom to find. Jubs shows a similar pattern as Juleng and is positive in protein %. He is
available with sexed semen. With Janus we add a late Jublend-son on our top list with balanced figures and a
final score of 121. Further on we recommend Jusuv , Jubev and Juwel .

A new bloodline alternative shows up with Dynamit , a Dynasty-son out of the famous Ace-Heidee. With a TMI
of 126 Dynamit jumped into the top list and offers surprisingly good allround qualities. In comparison to his
father Dynamit seems to sire much better rumps (index 95). A strong will for milk is combined with a favourable
protein:fat ratio. The present calving figures qualifies Dynamit for heifer inseminations.

Moiado-son Moris kept his proofs from April. His first daughters finished the first lactation with high milk yields
and very good protein %. Moris has to be used on tall cows to improve performance and teat placement. Due to
his calving ease index (110) he can be used for heifers. Further on we put Modest and Moirald on our list, both
bulls extreme milk yield improvers with failures in the linear description.

Vidon is a son of Vinner and entered the top list by help of a strong
increase in the milk and protein performance and the TMI (+6 up to
127). The linear description looks similar to his father so that Vidon
should be used on cows with strong udder attachments. Player-son
Passau stays a good allround sire whose male calves offer a good
beef value. Passau-daughters are well balanced except the weaker
pasterns.

In December we expect the first official genomic proofs for the young

; Brown Swiss bulls. But independent if you prefer the reliable daughter
; __ Passau-Birg! proven bulls or the genomic bulls from the new generation we will

always lay a strong emphasis on reliability and trust in our genetics to give you the chance of a consistent

breeding progress in all important traits in dairy farming.
